Curriculum

We will be using the Everyday Mathematics curriculum for Math. We will have 90 minutes of math.  During this time we will do instruction, centers, and calendar time.  A Family Letter will be sent home at the beginning of each unit.  It will explain what we will be doing in each unit and have some answers to some of the Home Links.

 There will be Home Links (homework sheets) sent home Monday thru Thursday.  These are to be done together.  Home Links will not be sent around Unit Test times.
Our Reading and Spelling is the Houghton Mifflin series.  We will also have 90 minutes consisting of whole group instruction, centers, and small groups.  Spelling words will not be sent home until September.
Reading Logs

Children will be required to read at least 4 nights out of the week for 15 minutes.  They will need to record the date, name of the story, with your signature in their planners.
